Updates, Upcoming Events
-So far, in November, adoptions have been going well with 6 cats adopted so far. 
-We currently have some URI going around – this is being felt everywhere in the state, unfortunately. Things are resolving well. 
-Some very minor ringworm lesions have popped up (I believe from our last adoption fair – it was very hectic and busy and I believe some ringworm was spread this way, along with the URIs). All are in quarantine, very minor, and resolving quickly. Thankfully the ringworm quarantine room at Haseltine (old bathroom) is working extremely well.  
-I have been contacted by the Madison College Vet Tech program - they would like to work with us to have animals spayed/neutered through their learning program and adopted through them. This is in the works

-another crowd funding campaign has started through our friends at Waggle

-I will be starting once to twice monthly “open socialization” hours for the public to come and socialize our cats. I am working with volunteers for staffing.
-34 hoarding cats remain at the shelter. Only 5 remain to be sterilized (scheduled for Thursday, 11/13). Our veterinary costs in September were higher than typical to cover the cost of altering so many cats. However, large amounts of donations were received from the public to offset this cost. Despite large vet bills in September, we still have $805000 in cash assets at our disposal. These funds belong to our community and we must tap into them to do what our community is in need of.
